Revolution

The Anatomy of a Revolution:

1. Impossible demands made of government, which, if granted, would mean its end

2. Unsuccessful government attempts to suppress revolutionaries

3. Revolutionaries gain power and seem united

4. Once in power, revolutionaries begin to quarrel among themselves, and unity beings to dissolve

5. Moderates gain the leadership but fail to satisfy those who insist on further changes

6. Power is gained by progressively more radical groups (Left -> Center -> Right) until finally a lunatic fringe gains almost complete control

7. A strong man emerges and assumes great power

8. The extremists try to create a “heaven on earth” by introducing their whole program and by punishing all of their opponents

9. A period of terror occurs

10. Moderate groups regain power

11. Revolution is over.

Activity:

In groups of three, you will find information for specific revolutions and present your information to the class, in the form of a handout and presentation. These presentations will take place during the second half of Friday’s class (potentially moved to Monday). It is the same format as the “Types of Government” presentation. Create a one-page handout and power point/prezi presentation for the class. Use the rubric in order to achieve better success. Length of presentation: 10-15 minutes

Include the following information in your presentation AND handout:

· Country(ies) in which the revolution took place

· Name of any leaders involved

· Brief history of the events

· Causes: events and/or issues

· Results: short and long term

· Your personal take on the event
