Weekly Article Presentation

As part of your final civics handbook, each student will be presenting an article that they have chosen to include in their final handbook. There will be two students each week that will be presenting their article, but the presentation will be done individually since you will each have different articles.  Each article presentation must include:

· An explanation of the article

· How the article affects the people involved

· A description of both sides of the issue 

· Why you chose this article (why is this article important to you)

· Any other interesting information in the article

The presentation should be approximately five to seven (5-7) minutes long, and will take place on the Friday of each assigned week. The following schedule displays the week in which you will present your chosen article.
